Billy Holtzclaw
said he was against the request. He feels that we need to keep the money local. Ray Oliver said
that he feels the money should be kept local. Quida Lane said that that she does not like three
story buildings and she wants the contracts to be kept local. The Mayor asked if anyone wished



to speak in favor of the rezoning request. Josh Thompson said that he would like to speak in
favor, he is with Peachtree Communities LLC and he feels there is a need for housing. Scott
Alderman who represents the owners of the property, Mrs. Butler says that she supports the
project. Vicki Rountree said that she is in favor and said that she feels there is a need for
additional housing. She said there is a 6-9 months waiting period for Gateway Pines. Jim Markel
from Newnan Georgia said that he works for Peachtree Housing investors and owns a
construction company, he is in favor of the Peachtree Housing Communities building in Hahira.
